Monday – Open sort and copy

Sort your words into two to four categories and copy into your notebook.  Repeat the same sort three times (with cards) and time yourself.   Try to beat your fastest time!

*Extension

· Brainstorm a list of additional words that are a part of each spelling family and write them in your notebook.
Tuesday – Closed Sort

1.  Sort your words into the categories identified on your word list.

2.  Choose an extension from your notebook and record it.

Wednesday – Make Connections

Try to make at least one connection to each word on your word list.  Examples:

· boast sounds like toast

· auditory begins the same as auditorium

· careful ends the same as wonderful

· portable has the same base word or root as porter

· appoint means the same as assign 

Thursday – Make plural or add –ing or –ed

Write all your words.  Identify words on your list you can make plural or change by adding –ing,  –ed or -ly.  Be careful of any letters that need to be dropped or added from the word as you make the change.  Examples:

· miss  made plural is misses

· city made plural is cities

· try + -ed = tried

· run + -ing = running

· body + -ly = bodily
